Transportation Information:
· Due to budget shortage, transportation funding will only be provided up to the limit of funds allocation. Groups will be partially reimbursed for transportation if they satisfy requirements set by Transportation Committee. 
· Schools/organizations must stay for the complete duration of the Conference in order to receive transportation reimbursement, except in the case of an emergency.
· Transportation reimbursement priority will go to registered groups who have completed the Registration package.
· Transportation reimbursement priority will also go to groups who carpooled.
· Personal vehicles will be reimbursed for a round trip and reimbursement is based on mileage starting from the site of school/organization to the University of California, Davis campus. 
· Reimbursement rate per mile is determined by the Internal Revenue Service set standard rate for nonprofit, charitable organization at 14¢ per mile. Total mileage and reimbursement will be calculated by HEC’s Transportation Committee. 
· A Driver Reimbursement Form is to be completed prior to or on the day of the Conference. Drivers must also provide a valid California driver’s license and be of age 18 years or older.
